� A blank wall or screen to show the WWII PowerPoint. 

 

� A projector that talks to one of the school’s laptops so Teresa can insert her flash-drive. Or a projector that can talk 

to Teresa’s laptop. The first choice is preferable.  

 

� A microphone. 

 

� Water. 

 

Upper Grade Workshop: 

� An Elmo projector, if you have one, to show students actual working pages from Teresa’s writing. 

 

Primary Workshop: 

� A whiteboard or big tablet of paper on an easel. 

 

Book Signing: 

� A table for book signing (if you are including a book signing with your visit). 

 

� If arrangements have been made for the students to buy books that day, Teresa may need an adult volunteer to help 

take money and keep a tally while she signs their books.  If you are doing the school book fundraiser AFTER 

Teresa’s visit, this is not needed.
